Show No Partiality
- A Stylized Example

o Bling and rags in the “assembly” (Gr. synagōgēn)
 Two positions

 Conclusion: you have become discriminating, evil judges
- Partiality vs. Identical treatment

o ‘Partiality’ in context: Favoritism on the basis of  appearances or status
 ‘Partiality’ more generally: unjustified favoritism

Two Reasons
- The promises and plan of  God for those who love him
- The folly of  favoring the oppressor and blasphemer
