How Do You Keep from
Losing Heart?

Remember that serving Jesus . . . 

1. is a privilege (verse 1).
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Some parts of the good news
turn off hearers:

• The Bible is true and authoritative.

• God is your creator and judge.

•

• Jesus is God-become-
appointed king, and the only way to God.

• Those who trust Jesus must show it.

• Those who reject Jesus face eternal hell.



Distort the message? No.

• Verses 3-

Jesus is so beautiful and necessary.

•

• Verse 6, When we speak the undiluted 
message and exalt Jesus, God will 
miraculously open the eyes of some.
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How Do You Keep from
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Remember that serving Jesus . . . 

1. is a privilege (verse 1).

2. is all about him, not you (verses 2-6).

3. should look like the cross (verses 7-15).

4. will be worth it all (verses 16-18).
