i. taking the form of a servant
ii. being born in the likeness of men (Hebrews 4:15; Romans 8:3; 2 Corinthians 5:21)

A. Therefore God has highly exalted him (see Psalm 97:9; Isaiah 40:18; 44:7; Jeremiah
10:6)
B. And bestowed on him the name that is above every name (see Romans 10:9; also Acts
2:36; 9:3-5; 26:14; Isaiah 52:13; Daniel 7:13-14)
C. So that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and
under the earth

D. And every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. (see
Isaiah 45:22-25)
