“Calling” - what s it?
“A strong resulting from
God’s work in your life that your vocation / ministry is what
God wants you to do for at least a season of your life.”

2. - being specific about what God is
calling you to do. Genesis 12:2-3; Ephesians 4:15-16

Dissecting God’s “Call”
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3. - being committed to a “call-
oriented” focus in your life. Genesis 12:4-6; Colossians 3:23-24

Indicators that you are in God’s will:

A. PASSION - an intense desire.

B. - part of something
bigger than yourself.

C. PEACE - a sense of God’s pleasure/approval.

D. - a meeting of the needs
involved.

E. PROBLEMS / PERSECUTION - problems often come
with following God’s will.
