The point of the story of Gideon'’s fleece is not an example of how to
determine God's will, but rather a lesson of God's accommodation to and
provision for the weakness of His servants.

Judges 6:36-40 £V

Then Gideon said to God, "If you will save Israel by my hand, as
you have said, 37 behold, | am laying a fleece of wool on the
threshing floor: If there is dew on the fleece alone, and it is dry on
all the ground, then | shall know that you will save Israel by my
hand, as you have said." 38 And it was so.When he rose early next
morning and squeezed the fleece, he wrung enough dew from the
fleece to fill a bowl with water. 3° Then Gideon said to God, "Let
not your anger burn against me; let me speak just once more.

power like unto that by which You raised Him from the dead to
walk in newness of life, not for the sake of any merit which we
obtain thereby, but solely for the glory of the Name which is
above every name, in which we offer this our prayer.Amen.
