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Main Point:

When people sin against you, remember God’s sovereignty in your life
and His forgiveness of your sins, so that you will be encouraged to
forgive others and be reconciled to them.

1. God wants you to be reconciled to one another.

2. In order to be reconciled, you have to forgive each other.

3. You will be encouraged to forgive as you remember God’s
sovereignty in your life.

4. You will be encouraged to forgive as you remember God’s
forgiveness of your own sins.
