A Pastor’s Responsibilities

A Pastor’s Position

He serves in submission to Christ

The people he serves belong to God

God assigns people to his care



A Pastor’s Motives

Not by compulsion but willingly

Not for dishonest gain but eagerly

Not as lords over those entrusted to you





A Pastor’s Reward

It is future not present

It is eternal not temporary
