John Murray: “The assurance entertained by a believer that he is in a state
of grace and salvation, the knowledge that he has been saved, has passed from
death into life, has become a professor of eternal life and is an heir of glory.”

Sinclair Ferguson: “Assurance is the conscious confidence that we are in right
relationship with God through Christ. It is the confidence that we have been
justified and accepted by God in Christ, regenerated by His Spirit, and adopted
into His family, and that through faith in Him, we will be kept for the day when
our justification and adoption are consummated in the regeneration of all things.”
